The City of Overbrook, Kansas will hold a public hearing on Wednesday, September 10,
2008 at 7:00 p.m. at the City Hall, located at 401 Maple St., for the purpose of
considering an application to be submitted to the Kansas Department of Commerce for
Small Cities Community Development Block Grant funds under the water/sewer
category. A specific project application to be discussed is a sanitary sewer system
improvements project in an area generally bounded by the city limits of Overbrook
within Osage County, Kansas. The specific scope of work is sanitary sewer collection &
treatment system improvements which will consist of cleaning , TV inspection and
upgrade of 9,137 LF of lines by CIPP Liner, 2400 LF of Lagoon piping, water control
structures, Berm repair, riprap and Geotextile Fabric installation on lagoon cells 3 & 4
and upgrade of 19 manholes and miscellaneous appurtenances .

The estimated project cost is $820,660 with the grant request for $400,000 of the project
cost and $420,660 from a KDHE amended Loan agreement dated October 7, 2003.
Other project proposals introduced at the hearing will be considered. Oral and written
comments will be recorded and become a part of the City of Overbrook’s CDBG Citizens
Participation Plan.

COMMITMENT TO SEEK FUNDING THROUGH THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT

WHEREAS, Title 1 does offer to communities the opportunity of
monetary assistance in accomplishing its stated primary objective with a
Community Development Block Grant; and,

WHEREAS, THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF COMMERCE is
designated to award Community Development Block Grants under Title 1;
and,

WHEREAS, The CITY OF OVERBROOK, KANSAS does have areas of
need, which may be addressed through the Community Development
Block Grant Program.

WHEREAS, The CITY OF OVERBROOK, KANSAS intends to submit a
grant application for funding of a sewer improvements project through the
Community Development Block Grant Program.

2. The MAYOR is authorized to prepare and submit documents, which
are necessary in applying for funding and establishing an
Administrative Organization to implement activities pursuant to the
aforementioned act.
