Where does the money go???
• Cancer Research

o The American Cancer Society is the largest source of
nonprofit cancer research funding in the United States.

o Spends $120+ million on cancer research each year.
o Invested more than $2.8 billion in research since 1946.
o Has supported 40 Nobel Prize winners.
o Discovered genes for inherited forms of breast and colon

cancer.

o Established link between cigarette smoking and lung cancer
o Developed the PSA test for prostate cancer.
o Proved the safety and effectiveness of mammograms.

• Education
o The American Cancer Society provides the most

comprehensive information on cancer 24 hours a day, seven
days a week, through its Website (www.cancer.org:) and its
24 hour help-line (l-800-ACS-2345).

o Offers the Cancer Survivors Network, an internet-based
support program for cancer patients and their families. You
can join the network by visiting www.cancer.org.

• Advocacy
o Government relations staff & volunteers helped pass Breast

& Cervical Treatment Act to ensure that lower-income

women diagnosed with breast or cervical cancer have
access to treatment.

o Advocacy efforts led to increased funding for crucial cancer
programs, including the National Institutes for Health,
National Cancer Institute & others.

• Patient Service

o Each year the Heartland Division of the American Cancer
Society provides resources, information, and services to
more than 23,000 cancer patients in Kansas, Nebraska,
Missouri & Oklahoma.

o The American Cancer Society offers support groups, patient
service programs, free sumnler camps for children, and a
number of other services for those who have been

diagnosed with cancer.
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
