Mayor Hamit called the meeting to order at 6:00 PM. The clerk
called the roll; there was a quorum present.

The mayor presented the council with a copy of the State Liquor
License for Three Sons, Inc. dba The palladium that had been
submitted by Dave Hinson. The city license fee of $250 was also
submitted. Bruce Anderson made a motion, seconded by Bruce Smith, to
approve the City Alcohol license for July 1, 1996 to June 30, 1997
for Three Sons, Inc. Motion carried.

The council reviewed a position summary and suggestions as to
police chief requirements compiled by Ron Dean, Jr. The council
agreed by concensus to add "other duties as assigned" to the job
description. Dean,Jr. said he felt that the chief should present a
budget request to the council to be considered before a final budget
~ prepared and approved by the council. This way each line item
_0uld be discussed, and not just the total amount alloted to the
department.

After considerable discussion, Bruce Smith made amotion,
seconded by Dale Fox to accept the prepared job description with
revisions, subject to approval by the city attorney. Motion carried.

Mark Criger moved to set the salary range at $18,000 to $25,000.
Bruce Smith seconded, motion carried.

Dale Fox made a motion, seconded by Bruce Anderson, to advertise
the position for 2 weeks in the Chronicle, and several days in the
following towns: Topeka, Emporia, Lawrence, and Ottawa. Motion
carried.

Mark Criger made a motion, seconded by Bruce Smith, to authorize
Bruce Anderson and Ron Dean Jr. to put together a more detailed
application form. Motion carried.

Dale Fox moved to adjourn at 7:30 PM, Bruce Anderson seconded.
Motion carried; meeting adjourned.

Mayor Hamit called the special meeting to order at 6:00 PM. The
clerk called the roll; there was a quorum present.

The mayor stated the meeting was called to discuss the
resignation of Ron Dean. Sr. as chief of police. Mayor Hamit told
the council that the city attorney. Steven Jones. informed him that
once the resignation has been submitted and accepted by the council,
the city does not have the legal authority to withdraw the
resignation. When questioned about the extension given by the
council for Dean's last day of employment (originally June 5, 1996.
extended to June 30, 1996), the mayor said that in a sense, Dean had
been rehired for that period of time. T mayor reminded the council
-·,at Dean had indicated that he would be willing to work longer than
_Jne 5th if necessary. Mayor Hamit admitted that this information
was sudden for both Dean and the council, and told Dean that he was
welcome to discuss the situation with steve Jones. At that point,
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from the meeting. The clerk confirmed that no action can be taken
during a closed session, but has to be made when the meeting is open
to the public to be legal.

The council agreed by concensus to give Dean. Sr. the option of
staying on full time as a patrolman until June 30, 1996, with the
understanding that he can apply for the chief of Police position.

Bruce Smith made a motion, seconded by Bruce Anderson, to go
into executive session to discuss matters related to non-elected
personnel from 6:15 PM to 6:30 PM. Motion carried. Mayor Hamit
called the meeting back to order at 6:30 PM. Bruce Smith made a
motion, seconded by Dale Fox, to put Ron Dean, Sr. on administrative
leave with pay until June 30, 1996. Motion carried.

Ron Dean, Jt". told the council that Dean, Sr. may have some
court time within the next few weeks. but he can take over the caSeS
now being worked on by Dean, Sr.

Bruce Anderson made a motion, seconded by Mark Criger, to
appoint Ron Dean, Jr. as acting Chief of Police of Overbrook until
~he position is filled. Motion carried.

Dale Fox requested that Ron Jr. work very closely with the
council and mayor about department business. The clerk and Ron were
told to contact the necessary officials about the change in status.

The council agreed by concensus to make any changes in Dean
Jr. 's pay schedule retroactive to when he took on added
responsibility due to this situation.



Advertising the position was discussed. It was decided to
contact Steve Jones about the situation, and also where Lyndon
advertised. The council also asked Dean Jr. to work on a detailed
job description to be sent with the application.

The council agreed by concensus to meet at a later date when
this information has been obtained, and also to set a salary range.
Requiring a recent psychiatric evaluation of all applicants was
agreed on by the council. Dean Jr said that this is done during
academy training.

Bruce Anderson made a motion, seconded by Mark Criger to adjourn
at 6:45 PM. Motion carried.

Mayor Hamit called the meeting to order at 7:30 P.M. The roll
was called by the clerk; there was a quorum present.

MINUTES/WARRANTS: Glyn Day made a motion, seconded by Mark Criger,
to approve the minutes of the May regular meeting as written. Motion
carried. Mark Criger moved that the minutes of the May 14th special
meeting be approved, Bruce Smith seconded; the motion carried.
Bruce Smith made a motion, seconded by Mark Criger, to approve the
minutes of the May 21st special meeting. Motion carried. Mark
Criger made a motion, seconded by Bruce Smith, to approve the minutes
of the May 23rd special meeting. Motion carried.

Bruce Smith made a motion, seconded by Mark Criger, to approve

~~ll warrants presented, including ~~e ~ark Daniels for CPRaining. Motion carried. Mark B fi ade a motion, seconded by
Bruce Smith, to approve the warrant to Blue Cross Blue Shield that
will be written later in the month due to Ron Dean Sr. 's job status.
Motion carried.

CITY ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR LICENSE: David Hinson, one of the new
owners of the Palladium, came before the council to request a special
meeting to approve their city license upon approval of the state
license~ The council agreed by concensus to meet at that time to
allow the business to open July 1, 1996.

TENNIS ASSOCIATION: Scott Averill came to renew the request for
city financing of the necessary fencing at the tennis courts. They
have the funding for one court, but the fencing would be cheaper if
both courts are done at the same time. The council agreed by
concensus that they are willing to help with the financing, but with
extra expenses such as roofing the library and maybe having to
replace a pump at the pool coming UP soon, they didn't feel any money
could be promised at this time. Averill said that they have two
definite contractors in mind and are waiting on them. Glyn Day
stated that he felt that the money could be found for fencing, but
the other council members were not willing to make a definite
committment at this time.

DIGITIZED MAPPING BY COUNTY: Glyn Day said that after doing some
~'8earch into the matter, he didn't feel that the city would benefit
~nough to jUstifY the COst. Bruce Smith made a motion, seconded by
Mark Criger, to not participate in the mapping project as proposed by
the Osage County Appraiser's office. Motion carried.

MIDDLE SCHOOL BUILDING: There was discussion as to how to get more



citizen input and opinions regarding the city taking over the
maintenance. Glyn Day suggested having the residents of the
Overbrook school district vote on the matter rather than just
Overbrook citizens. Dale Fox said the school district is going to
use the building for a year, so the matter was tabled until more
information is obtained. JoEllen Criger said she would bring this
matter up for discussion at the next PRIDE meeting. The council
agreed by concensus to contact all the local clubs and also have
something put in the Chronicle.

PRIDE: JoEllen Ci"iger came before the council to ask permission to
have another street dance on September 21, 1996 as part of the Santa
Fe Trail Days celebration. Bruce Smith made a motion, seconded by
Dale Fox, to block traffic in the 300 block of Maple on September 21,
1996 from 6:00 PM to 11:30 PM to allow for the street dance. Motion
carried.

CELLULAR PHONE SERVICE: Ron Dean, Jr. presented the council with a
proposal from CellularOne for a mobile phone for the police
department at a cost of $23.50/month plus 10 cents per minute for the
rest of 1996. The contract would be for two years. The number would
be put on the police answering machine, and also on the July water
-~,lls. Mark Criger made a motion, seconded by Dale Fox, to approve
.lepurchase of an answering machine and mobile phone service with

Ceiluiarone for the police department, with the number published on
the July water bills. Motion carried.

AUDIT: Mayor Hamit read a proposal from the firm of Bogner & Long
to do the city's audit for the years of 1996, 1997, and 1998 at a
cost not to exceed $3700 per year. Bruce Smith made a motion,
seconded by Glyn Day, to accept the proposal from Bogner & Long to do
the city audit for the next three years at a maximum of $3700 per
year. Motion carried.

STREET RESEALING: Bob Sisson told the council that he recommended
having Gary Wacker from HiPlains Sand Inc. give a bid for any street
work to be done, and then decide what to do based on the amount of
money to be spent. The clerk said that the 1995 total for special
highway funds was approximately $23,000, and we probably shouldn't
expect more than that this year. Wacker said that the cost would be
$0.60/sq yd. After discussing what streets should be resealed, Bruce
Smith made a motion, seconded by Dale Fox, to authorize Hi Plains
Sand to reseal the designated streets up to $20,000 and repair the
100 block of Ash Street up to $4,000. Motion carried. Mayor Hamit
asked if payment could be made in two installments as it has been
done previously, and what the time frame for the work will be.
Wacker said two payments would be satisfactory. He also told the
~ouncil that he planned to be here in August before the fair if at

11 possible.

MAINTENANCE REPORT; Bob Sisson told the council that he was gOlng
to re-do the culvert at E. 2nd and Ash as the first one wasn't big
enough. He also said that he was going to have to do some work on
the stormdrain at the Co~op as it's plugged, and one of the companies



with the jetstream cleaner may have to be used.
The clerk said that Dave Worley with the railroad said that the

tracks on Maple and on Oak should be removed the last part of JUne.
Sisson said that Gayle Warren said he'd blade the spot on Maple

where a water leak repair had been done previously as soon as he had
time.

1997 BUDGET: The clerk asked permission to have Bogner & Long
prepare the 1997 budget for $500, same as last year. She also
reminded the council that they need to discuss any budget changes at
the July meeting. The council agreed by concensus to discuss with
Jim Long the possibility of opting out from the tax lid. Dale Fox
made a motion, seconded by Bruce Smith, to have Bogner & Long prepare
the 1997 budget. Motion carried.

The clerk said that Bob Call had asked if he could be paid twice
a month. She said that this is not a problem since the pool
employees are paid semimonthly, and this was done for Ron Dean. Jr.
when he had the job. The council agreed by conCensus for Call to
paid semimonthly.

TREASURER REPORT: Max Friesen said that the finances appear to be
in order. and about half the tax levy has come in and more will
~)llow .

POLICE REPORT: Chief Ron Dean told the council that a decision
will need to be made regarding the 92 Taurus as the engine and
transmission will probably need replacing soon at a cost of
approximately $5,000. He said the Highway Patrol has gone to Ford
Crown Victoria's and one of these (1994 with 45,000 miles) gOes for
$12,000. A new Crown vic costs $22,000 without the police package.
Dean said the 89 Ford has about 76,000 miles, and the 92 has 78,000
miles. The clerk said that the mils set aside for the purchase of
the 89 Ford Was just part of the total law budget, and wasn't
specified for anything after the new car was purchased, but used for
the total expenses of the police department. Repairing the 92 car
versus buying a newer one was discussed. Dean was told to get some
more prices on replacing the motor and transmission of the Taurus fa,
a later meeting.

SALARY REVIEW: Glyn Day made a motion~ seconded by Bruce Smith, to
go into executive session for 15 minutes to discuss salaries of
non-elected personnel. Motion carried. Mayor Hamit called the
meeting back to order at 9:20 P.M. Bruce Smith made a motion,
seconded by Glyn Day, to app,ove 2.5 % raises for salaried and hourly
employees other than the miscellaneous employees with the exception
of temporary law enforcement. This would not include Bob Call as he
is still on probation, and Jean Karns salary would be reviewed after
one yea,'s employment in September. Motion carried. This salary
~)hedule is available for public examination at City Hall dUTing
,egular hours.

Chief Dean stated that he felt that Ron Jr. was underpaid
compared to the rest of the county. Dean, Jr. said that he felt that
a 2.5% raise was inadequate considering the extTa work he's been
doing since the Chief submitted his Tesignation. Chief Dean told the



council that overbrook is the only town in the county that does not
pay overtime or give compensation time for work over 40 hours per
week. He also stated this was the reason that he had submitted his
resignation. Glyn Day made a motion, seconded by Bruce Smith, to go
into executive session for 15 minutes to discuss this personnel
matter. Motion carried. The council agreed by concensus to leave
Dean, Jr.'s salary as is until the situation with the Chief of Police
position has been settled, at which time the matter will be
re-evaluated. Dean, Jr. again stated that he felt that his pay
should be reconsidered due to the extra work he's been doing. The
mayor stated that while Dean has been doing extra, the city did pay
his salary and expenses for the four months of his academy training.
He said that the situation Dean, Jr. is now in mayor may not be
temporary, and that is why the matter will be re-evaluated later.

BUDGET NEEDS: Bruce Smith requested that designating a certain
amount for a patrol car be done. and also increasing the recreation
levy if possible. Funding the work to be done at the sewer lagoons
was discussed.

POLICE MISC:, Glyn Day made a motion, seconded by Bruce Smith, to
go into executive session for 10 minutes to discuss personnel
matters. Motion carried. The mayor called the meeting back to order
at 10:10 P.M. Bruce SmIth made motion, seconded by Glyn Day, to
extend Ron Dean, Sr.'s resignation date to June 30, 1996. Motion
carried.

Mayor Hamit read a thank-you card from the Concession Stand
Committee fa)" work done by city employees. The mayor also thanked
the council and staff again for his graduation gift.

Dale Fox made a motion, seconded by Mark CrIger, to adjourn at
10=25 P.M. Motion carried; meeting was adjourned.

Sullivan recommended forming a committee made up of
councilmembers and citizens to come up with what objectives the pool
needs to meet. Glyn Day asked how much it was going to cost for 80hl
& Associates to get us to a bond election. Sullivan couldn't give a
definite answer at this time.

After further discussion, Mark Criger made a motion, seconded by
Bruce Anderson, to pursue the study of building a new swimming pool
at a new site. Motion carried.

Sullivan said he would contact Ford Bohl and have him send the
council a "study" proposal for their approval.

Mayor Hamit asked what the time table would be, and Wagge said
it would take about 4 months to build the pool. Sullivan said that a
preliminary study could be done in about a month, so that the bond
election at the Novembe)" general election is a possibility.

Dale Fox made a motion, seconded by Glyn Day, to adjourn the
meeting at 6:55 P.M.

If the city contracted with his
firm to make UP a proposal for a new facility,and his firm was named
as engineer to work on the project, there would be no front-end cost
for the above mentioned study. The council thanked Sohl for coming.

Bruce Collins of Kaw Valley Engineering, Junction City,.Kansas
came before the council to introduce himself and his firm. He told
the council that the charge for his f,irm to do a preliminary study,
including alternatives and an examination of the present pool, and
develop the scope of project plans would be approximately $2500. He
also said that if his company is retained as engineer for th~ project
they will assist with informing the public of the plans and helping
with a bond issue. The council expressed their appreciation for the
presentation by Collins.

Following discussion, Mark Criger made a motion, seconded by
Bruce smith, to procede with negotiating a contract with Sohl &
Associates to work with the city on an evaluation of the existing
pool, and a comparison of building a new pool. Motion carried.

The council agreed by concensus to have another meeting with
Ford Bohl after he does the walk-through of the present pool.

Mark Criger expressed the need for a committee of citizens to be
involved in this process.

~onight, unsigned tickets will be returned to the business.

DIGITIZED MAPPING: Chris Rossman told the council that the Osage
County Appraiser's office hired him last November to begin digitizing
the parcels of rural land on computer. He said that the cities will
be done after the first of the year, but lower-altitude photography
is required. The county is requesting the cities to share in the
cost of the photography in order to have a digitized map of the
city's lots. other services could be included on these maps if
desired. Rossman gave the council a copy of the proposal which would
include the lots, and one other service, such as water or sewer
lines. Rossman said that the cost for Overbrook would be $2250.00.
He also said that they are not asking for money at this time, but
wanted to visit with the towns SO that it could be included in the
1997 budget. He told the council that after 1997, other services
such as water/sewer, could be digitized at a cost of $15 per hour.
He thought that Overbrook could be done in 2-3 hours. Rossman said
that the cities would be done for the appraiser's office in any case,
but without financial help from the cities, high level photography
would have to used which would lessen the quality. He said that the
aerial photography would be done in the fall after the leaves are off
the trees. Rossman also said that a copy of each city's mapping will
be kept in the appraiser's office as a preca~tion, and that different
projects can be done through his computer with copies available to
~he towns. Mayor Hamit asked how often the maps would be updated.

)ssman said this could be done ~8 often as necessary, with no charge
for simple changes and $15/hr for more detailed work. After
discussion, the matter was tabled until more information can be
obtained.

~OOL: Tom Arpin of BG Consultants warI present to discuss ideas
for a new swimming pool. He presented t ecouncil with a booklet
informing the council about his firm and co-workers. along with a
proposal for the pool. This proposal in it's entirety is available
for public review at City Hall during re ular business hours. The
proposal was divided into the following hases: preliminary,
design. bidding, and construction. Arpi told the council that his
firm has done two pool projects from the beginning, and has been
involved in several re-modeling projects.

Jeff Bartley of Larkin Associates presented the council
with a brochure containing information a out his firm. This is
available in City Hall during business h urs. He told the council
that Larkin has specialized in pools for 48 of the 50 years the
company has been in business. They offe the following services:
planning/preliminary designs, pool evalu tion, construction. and
operation training. He showed the counc I several projects the firm

has done. Bartley told the council thatlthe firm starts with settinggoals for the use of the pool, evaluate $xisting pool. evaluate the
site for a new pool. Mayor Hamit asked how complex evaluating the
existing pool would be. Bartley said it depends on whether or not
just the physical aspects or safety/health factors are considered.
He said that a two-three page letter stating the over-all condition
could be done, or a detailed evaluation of all factors to be

~onsidered. The cost for a full-fledged evaluation would be around
6,000.00 to $10.000.00 which would include a preliminary plan. Dale

Fox asked about the cost of a comparison between fixing the present
pool and building a new pool. Bartley said this would be between
$5,000.00 and $10,000.00. Bruce Smith asked about how long it takes
to put the whole pool package together. Bartley said it would depend
on whether or not the neW pool is built in the same location as the



old pool. The actual pool can be built in 6 months, with the cost
being more with a shorter time limit. Day asked how long it would
take from the time a contract is signed until financing is obtained.
He was told that this could be done in a few weeks, but their
preference would be a couple of months. Bruce Anderson asked if the
time needed for renovation of the old pool could be done in a shorter
time, and was told that the contractors would need approximately the
same time frame as for a new pool. Mayor Hamit asked if Larkin would
handle issuing the bonds. Bartley said they would provide
information necessary, and make presentations, but they would not
actually handle the bond issue. He told the council that they
recommend reinforced concrete for the construction. Bartley said
that the present site is feasible for a new pool, but that it would
be a tight squeeze depending on how much zero-depth is desired.

CABLEVISION REPORT~ Melanie Jones, Regional Manager for Galaxy
Cablevision, was present to discuss the purchase of eablevision and
the transfer of the franchise contract. She gave the council
information regarding Galaxy personnel. The company is based in
sikeston, Missouri with the customer service toll-free number based
in Kentucky. Jones said that the service trucks are equipped with
computers so that complaints can be dispatched immediately. She told
the council that the company likes to hire local people when
possible, and that they do their own equipment repair to reduce
service time. Jones said that there is a service technician living
in Pomona and one in Williamsburg, and one should be in Overbrook
twice a week for routine maintenance.

Mayor Hamit brought up the matter of Galaxy honoring the
agreement made between Cablevision and the City of Overbrook in
November, 1995. Particular items of concern were getting PrimeSports
in September, 1996 and also having a 10-year contract with a mid-term
~eview. Jones told the council that Galaxy would modify their
~ontract to include these conditions. Glyn Day asked about adding
some channels, such as Nikelodeon and the Turner movie channel.
Jones said it would probably be mid to late 97, and the capital
budgets are being worked up at the present time. She also said pay
per view wouldn't be possible until everything is on fiberoptics.

Jones said that no rate increases are planned, and if they are



it would most likely be done in mid-97 when more channels are added.
She said that there would be a 60-day notice of rate increases.

The council agreed by concensus to postpone any action until a
revised ordinance can be reviewed at the May meeting.

RURAL WATER SERVICE REQUEST: Thaine Pryor came before the council
to make a second i"equest for water service 2 miles east of Overbrook.
Pryor said that Glyn Day had contacted Jack Kramer of Kramer
Engineering, and was told that Kramer's recommendation to not add any
rural services was related more to a subdivision possibility. Pryor
presented a letter from Rural Water Dist #5 stating that the cost for
a rural service to his house would be approximately $21,000. He was
told that RWD would have no problem with the city providing water.
Pryor told the council that he tried digging a well with no results.
He mentioned that one of the reasons he was denied water at his first
request was "not to set a precedent", but felt that his neighbors
having water was already a precedent. The mayor said that the city
is not obligated to provide any more rural water services, and told
Pryor that the city h~d denied service to the previous owner of
Pryor's land. Pryor said that he was unaware of that when he bought
the property. The mayor stated that the city's main obligation is to

~~J;:)rovide water to the residents withi n the city 1imits.
Glyn Day suggested that the city adopt an ordinance prohibiting

selling any more rural services, but that he is in favor of providing
Pryor with service. Bruce Smith stated that he agreed with Day. The
mayor reminded the council that one of the reasons we made an
agreement with RWD5 to obtain more water was because the wells do not
keep up with demand 100% of the time, and this will increase as the
city grows. Councilmembers Criger and Anderson stated that these
were the reasons they voted not to supply Pryor at his first request,
and they still felt the same reasons applied. After more discussion
of present usage and supply, Glyn Day made a motion, seconded by
Bruce Smith, to provide a meter for water service to Thaine Pryor.
The vote was 2-3, Day and Smith voting" yes", and Anderson, Criger,
and Fox voting" no". Motion did not carry.

PRIDE/BETTERMENT COMMITTEE: Dana Wurdeman, Cindy Keefover, Shirley
Karr, Peggy Tucker, and Nonavee Howard came to ask the council to
consider making a donation towards the purchase of new Christmas
decorations for the business district. The present decorations are
beginning to look shabby, and since this is the 175th anniversary for
