Mayor’s Letter regarding the January 13, 2010 City water service disruption.

Thursday Morning, January 14

To the residents of Overbrook . . . 

Disaster occurs in many degrees. We are currently working our way through one as I write this letter.  Certainly it is not nearly of the degree the residents of Haiti have experienced. However the unexpected complete loss of water throughout our town early yesterday did have a major impact on every resident and every business!  The very best news about this disaster is the manner in which you responded!  First and foremost, you had an understanding that you would be subjected to some inconvenient for a while.  Immediately you started finding solutions to ensure your personal needs. Then, you started offering help to friends, neighbors, and even the City as we worked at locating the water line breaks and getting repairs underway. 

Calls to City Hall expressed concern not anger! Direct contacts were about “what can we do to help?”  Overbrook is a community of caring people! That’s a fact that was well proven again in the past 24-hours!

As of this morning, repairs are underway on two major waterline ruptures. Both are on our main street (Maple), one near the swimming pool and the other in front of O’Bryhim’s Thriftway.  However, due to the excellent work of our City Engineer, City Employees, and G & G Excavating, plus volunteers from Kansas Rural Water Association, Osage County Rural Water District #5 and others, we were able to isolate the line breaks and allow water service to be returned to most of the City before Noon.  

It is anticipated that full service will be restored within the next 24-hours at which time water samples will sent to KDHE in Topeka for testing.  If they are found to meet the necessary standards, the Boil Advisory will be lifted.  In the interim, PLEASE BE VERY CONSERVATIVE with your water use!  Boil drinking water to be safe. And most of all continue to check on your friends and neighbors to see that they are doing okay.

What a great community we have!  Certainly we hope that if at all, any future disasters are small ones.  However, you have again proven that Overbrook has the “right stuff” and you aren’t bashful about using it!
